Legislation Update - Mental Health Act 2000 (Qld) 

Clinical report for each review

Commenced 28 February 2009

The amendment applies to the provision of clinical reports pertaining to Mental Health Review Tribunal reviews under chapter 6, parts 1, 2, 3 or 4 of the Mental Health Act 2000 (Qld). That is, reviews of involuntary treatment orders; forensic orders; young patients detained in high security units; and reviews of the mental condition of persons to decide fitness for trial. Clinical reports must be prepared by the patient's psychiatrist; address matters relevant to sections 191, 197, 203, 212 of the Act; and in the form stipulated under section 480. Generally, at least seven days before the hearing the patient's psychiatrist must provide their report to the executive officer, and, make the patient aware of the contents of the report preferably by providing them with a copy of it. 
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
